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Dear People of God: 
 

For the be�er part of two years, there have been ongoing discussions 

concerning the reunifica�on of the three Wisconsin Episcopal dioceses 

(Eau Claire, Fond du Lac, and Milwaukee). Those discussions have 

culminated in a proposal for how such a reunifica�on can be realized, as 

well as outlining the basic contours of how reunifica�on could undergird 

the ongoing mission and ministry of the Episcopal Church in Wisconsin. If 

you have not seen it already, you may read the proposal here: h�ps://

bit.ly/43M1QIQ.

In October, at the annual Conven�on of the Diocese of Milwaukee, 

depu�es will be asked to vote to move forward with next steps towards 

this reunifica�on, with a final vote scheduled for next year. In the 

mean�me, there are several opportuni�es for "Town Hall Mee�ngs," 

which will be conducted both virtually and in-person, so that Wisconsin 

Episcopalians can learn more about the overall process and ask specific 

ques�ons surrounding the implica�ons of reunifica�on.  
 

I understand that for many parishioners at Trinity, these sorts of 

denomina�onal machina�ons hold li�le interest, since most of us 

connect with our church on a local level. The likelihood is, that for larger 

congrega�ons like Trinity, there will be li�le direct impact from this proposed reunifica�on upon our ongoing 

opera�ons. We will con�nue to forward our diocesan assessment to the diocesan office (wherever it is 

eventually located), and we will see the Bishop (whoever that eventually is) with about the same frequency 

as before -- once every 24-36 months. The parishes that will most likely be affected by this proposal will be 

those which are more dependent upon diocesan support and financial assistance. Nevertheless, I believe 

these ongoing discussions provide us with a reminder that we are a part of a "connected" Church. We are 

interdependent and we share ministry with our fellow parishes under the leadership and oversight of a 

Bishop. The bo�om line is that Trinity Church cannot be "Episcopal" on its own -- we need all of our fellow 

Episcopalians, not only in Wisconsin but throughout the world!  
 

I will be wri�ng more about this proposal in our weekly E-News from �me to �me between now and the 

October Conven�on. In the mean�me, I bid your prayers for these conversa�ons and for the Episcopal 

Church in Wisconsin: 
 

Gracious God, in whom we put our trust, give us open hearts to listen 

prayerfully for your word and direc�on. We submit our desires and will to 

you, in humility, openness and pa�ence, as we discern the right course of 

ac�on for the Episcopal Church in Wisconsin. Guide us to proceed with 

graciousness toward unity in spirit and in truth. Help us to accept joyfully 

those tasks that accomplish your will. We ask these things under the mercy 

of the Risen Christ. Amen.
