The GoSpel..oiiiniiiiiiiiiiiiiiic bbbt ens Luke 2:1-20

In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the world should be registered. This was
the first registration and was taken while Quirinius was governor of Syria. All went to their own towns
to be registered. Joseph also went from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to the city of David
called Bethlehem, because he was descended from the house and family of David. He went to be regis-
tered with Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was expecting a child. While they were there, the
time came for her to deliver her child. And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in bands
of cloth, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the inn.

In that region there were shepherds living in the fields, keeping watch over their flock by night. Then an
angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were terri-
fied. But the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid; for see — I am bringing you good news of great joy for
all the people: to you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is the Messiah, the Lord. This
will be a sign for you: you will find a child wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a manger.” And sud-
denly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host, praising God and saying, "Glory to God
in the highest heaven, and on earth peace among those whom he favors!"

When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one another, "Let us go now
to Bethlehem and see this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us." So they
went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the manger. When they saw this, they
made known what had been told them about this child; and all who heard it were amazed at what the
shepherds told them. But Mary treasured all these words and pondered them in her heart. The shepherds
returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and seen, as it had been told them.

All baptized Christians are invited to receive Holy Communion.

There are two Communion Stations at this Liturgy. The "standing station” is located on the left (pulpit) side of the
center aisle. Once you have received the Bread, if you desire to receive wine, please pick up a small, compostable cup
located on the nearby stand, and the cruet bearer will pour wine into the cup. Once you've consumed the wine, please
deposit the used cup in the receptacle at the end of the row as you return to your seat If you wish to receive Commun-
ion at the Altar Rail, please line up on the right hand (lectern) side of the aisle. You may either stand or kneel to re-
ceive at the Rail. Once you’ve received the Bread, you can choose to either receive wine by "intinction" (touching the
Bread lightly to the wine) from the ceramic chalice, or by drinking from the silver chalice. Once you and your family
have received Communion, you may leave the Rail and return to your seat. If you require gluten free bread, please
make your way to the Altar Rail, and notify the Celebrant if you’ve not already done so. You may need to cross the

aisle to get to the Communion Station you prefer. This is perfectly acceptable!
