Prelude: Savior of the Nations, Come........cccecervueruiriricrseerennnennn J.S. Bach (1685-1750)

The German Lutheran hymn "Savior of the Nations, Come" was written by Martin
Luther in 1524. Almost 200 years later J. S. Bach took the hymn melody and arranged
it for the organ in many ways to reflect the text of the different verses. Our Prelude
this morning is a slow meditation on the longing for salvation with the hymn tune
elaborately ornamented in the right hand. This Postlude is a fast and virtuosic
reflection of the power and glory of God with the hymn tune presented in the low
notes of the pedals representing the foundation of faith. The hymn's melody and text
can be found in The Hymnal 1982, #54.

Comfort, O comfort my people, says your God. Speak tenderly to Jerusalem, and
cry to her that she has served her term, that her penalty is paid, that she has
received from the LORD's hand double for all her sins. A voice cries out: “In the
wilderness prepare the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for
our God. Every valley shall be lifted up, and every mountain and hill be made low;
the uneven ground shall become level, and the rough places a plain. Then the glory
of the LORD shall be revealed, and all people shall see it together, for the mouth of
the LORD has spoken.” A voice says, “Cry out!” And I said, “What shall I cry?” All
people are grass, their constancy is like the flower of the field. The grass withers,
the flower fades, when the breath of the LORD blows upon it; surely the people are
grass. The grass withers, the flower fades; but the word of our God will stand for
ever. Get you up to a high mountain, O Zion, herald of good tidings; lift up your
voice with strength, O Jerusalem, herald of good tidings, lift it up, do not fear; say
to the cities of Judah, “Here is your God!” See, the Lord GOD comes with might,
and his arm rules for him; his reward is with him, and his recompense before him.

He will feed his flock like a shepherd; he will gather the lambs in his arms, and
carry them in his bosom, and gently lead the mother sheep.

Updated Communion Procedures
There are now two Communion Stations at the 10:00 a.m. litur-

gy. The “standing station” is located on the left (pulpit) side of

the center aisle. Once you have received the Bread, if you desire

to receive wine, please pick up a small, compostable cup located

on the nearby stand, and the cruet bearer will pour wine into the
cup. Once you’ve consumed the wine, please deposit the used cup in the recep-
tacle at the end of the row as you return to your seat. If you wish to receive
Communion at the Altar Rail, please line up on the right hand (lectern) side of
the aisle. You may either stand or kneel to receive at the Rail. Once you’ve re-
ceived the Bread, you can choose to either receive the wine by
“intinction” (touching the Bread lightly to the wine) from the ceramic chalice,
or by drinking from silver chalice. Once you and your family have received
Communion, you may leave the Rail and return to your seat. If you require
gluten free bread, please make your way to the Altar Rail, and notify the Cele-
brant if you’ve not already done so. You may need to cross the aisle to get to
the Communion Station you prefer. This is perfectly acceptable!

Nursery and Service Viewing [A.]

utilize our nursery, it is open and staffed during the 10 am ser-
vice. We also have a room where the service can be heard adja-
cent to the nursery with a changing table and a rocking chair.
Additionally, the service can be heard in the library and the 10am service can
be viewed outside of the downstairs classroom open area. Please see an usher if
you need help finding any of these areas.
