


“on account of poor health.”  At the 
same meeting, a communication 
from the Bishop was received 
“urging that a call be extended to the 
Rev. Jas. F. Kieb of West Allis.”  
This was accepted. He received the 
same stipend as Mr. Ward, $50 per 
month. 
 

 The Rev. Mr. Kieb was born in Newark, New 
Jersey, studied at Nashotah House, and was ordained 
in the Diocese of Milwaukee. He served on the staff of 
All Saints’ Cathedral before being assigned to West 
Allis, where he continued to serve after accepting 
Trinity’s offer. He chaired the Annual Meeting on 
March 6, 1905. During that meeting permission was 
granted for the members of the choir to use the Guild 
Hall as a Gymnasium three times a week, “it being 
understood that on each such occasion the Choir Master or 
other responsible person was to be in charge.”  In January, 
1906, Mr. Kieb announced that he had received a call to 
the Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, Chicago, so the 
Vestry increased his stipend from $600 to $800 per 
year!  The Vestry also approved an envelope system of 
pledges.  The Annual Meeting was changed from May 
to September.  December 12, 1906, Mr. Kieb resigned 
and moved to the Diocese of Fond du Lac to be Rector 
of Christ Church, Green Bay.

Gray moved from Trinity to Grand Rapids, Michigan 
to be Rector of the Church of the Good Shepherd.  He 
resigned that position the following October.  He went 
to England for five months and then in February, 1906, 
began officiating at St. Barnabas Church, Tarentum, 
Diocese of Pittsburgh. He later moved to Erie, 
Pennsylvania to be Rector of St. Mark’s Church.  He 
became Rector of the Church of Heavenly Rest, 
Springfield, Ohio, and in 1922 returned to Pittsburgh to 
be Rector of the Church of the Good Shepherd. In 1925 
he undertook Mission work in Honduras and Costa 
Rica.  He died April 24, 1927. By 1919 Mr. Kieb was 
Vicar of St. Elizabeth’s Chinese Congregation, 
Honolulu. He received an honorary Doctor of Divinity 
degree from Nashotah House in 1933. In 1937 he became 
Rector of the Church of the Good Shepherd, Venice, 
California, where he retired and died April 27, 1947. 

 
 Were these rectors naïve? Or did they believe 

they could turn the parish around?  Or were they not 
given enough initial information about the parish?  In 
both cases, they discovered that the work was more 
difficult than they probably imagined. 

Trinity 
Church’s 

Early Rectors 
continued  

 
 On February 22, 1903, the Rev. J. Otis Ward 

submitted his resignation as Rector of Trinity Church.  
Three days later a Vestry meeting was called for the 
purpose of meeting the Rev. Frederick Searl Gray, who 
had been nominated by the Bishop to succeed Mr. 
Ward.  The minutes report: “Conditions explained to Mr. 
Gray and support of Vestry pledged him if he decided to take 
up work.” He did “take up the work” and presided at the 
Annual Parish Meeting September 4.  There were ten 
adult members of the parish present. The Vestry voted 
to collect from each communicant one dollar to pay for 
the Diocesan Assessment.  Also at this meeting, the 
following resolution was passed: “The ladies of St. 
Martha’s Guild having volunteered to assume the interest on 
the mortgage indebtedness – amounting to $225.00 – it was 
moved and seconded that they be allowed to do so – Carried.” 

 
 The following March, the Vestry authorized an 

Executive Committee of three persons to look after the 
regular business of the parish.  This committee was 
dispensed with at a meeting in July and the Vestry 
again assumed control of the business of the parish.  
(One wonders what might have happened, first to bring about 
the existence of the Executive Committee and then so soon to 
disband it!) Mr. Gray was given a vacation from August 
3 to August 22. The Vestry was not happy with the 
service from the janitor and the Wardens were 
instructed to arrange for better service, increasing the 
pay if necessary. 

 
 Finances again became a major problem as the 

Vestry in September, 1904, authorized the sale of the 
Rectory and its lot (50 x 125 feet), facing Church Street, 
for $3,000, and requested that “every effort be made to push 
the sale.”  There is no note of any potential buyers until 
the December 1st meeting when an offer of $2,700 was 
received from Bishop Nicholson. The Vestry approved 
the offer unanimously.  No doubt the Bishop had no 
desire to see this important piece of property lost to the 
parish, hoping for better times when the congregation 
could support the cost of maintaining the rectory. 

 
 The difficulties in the parish and the strained 

budget took a toll on the Rector, for on January 23, 1905, 
the Vestry, under protest, accepted his resignation

And Now a Word from our Seminarian......... 
 

I finally saw the move Eat, Pray, Love based on the book of the same name by Elizabeth 
Gilbert.   It is her story of healing from two failed relationships, one of which a divorce, 

and how she had to travel the world to find the ability to forgive herself, and find new life.  Immediately 
before viewing the movie, I heard Ms. Gilbert in an interview boil her story down to this:  it is all about 
healing a broken heart.  A scene from the movie, which is much more vivid in the book, has her on the 
rooftop of an Indian Ashram and going through a process of letting go of her guilt, pain, and self-blame.  
Christian faith, however, is not addressed directly as a way to freedom and salvation.  Jesus died for our 
sins, so that we might be born to eternal life.  If we do the work of repentance, forgiveness of ourselves 
and others will come more easily.  Sometimes though, even with repentance, we can’t seem to find that 
freedom from fear and pain.  We need to try to remember that Jesus has done the work for us; he has 
given us the gift of his life’s body and blood, and that through the Eucharist we are reminded of his sacri-
fice, and of our birth to new life through our baptism.   We also have prayers for healing, Gary may anoint 
us with oil, or we may pray in the chapel with a Lay Prayer Minister after receiving the Eucharist.  There 
are many opportunities to forgive and be forgiven.  All we need to do is reach out, hold out our hands for 
the bread and cup, hold out our hearts to receive the grace of the Holy Spirit.  It is true, that no matter 
how young or old we are, if you are reading this, you have likely suffered a broken heart, perhaps at your 
own hand.  But this is how we learn and grow.  Forgiving ourselves for the pain we have caused to our-
selves or someone else, and as well forgiving those who have hurt us, perhaps unwittingly, is the only way 
to move on.  Remember that Jesus Christ loves you.  Jesus forgives you.  Can you forgive yourself?
